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A. Rusek, H. Tamura (E930)  

The apparatus was last used in1998. There are some minor additions: a beam veto counter and a small wire chamber that operates with the same gas mixture (Argon, Isobutane, Methylal) as the rest of the chambers. 

One noteworthy issue is the use of 100lb bottle of isobutane that is well above the normal practice of limiting the in-use amount of flammable gas to a one-week supply. The committee did not feel that a redesign of the system was warranted at this stage.  

The following are the action items:

· Update the experiment ECR (Rusek, Lang, July 30, 2001)

· Complete the Skill of the Craft procedure (Rusek, Cirnigliaro, July 30, 2001)

· Review and approve the LN2 handling procedure. Assure that people are excluded from the area while filling (Rusek, Tamura, Pearson, July 30, 2001)

· Cryogenic training should be taken by those whose names are listed as operators of  the LN2 systems (Rusek, July 30, 2001)

· Assure that the LN2 system relief valves are certified (Pearson, Gaffney, July 30, 2001)

· Assure compliance with magnetic safety and postings for the 48D48 magnet. (Etkin, Pearson, July 30, 2001)

· Investigate the need for fire detection in regards to the total dollar value of the germanium crystals (Levesque, Rusek July 30, 2001)

· A walk through of the experiment is scheduled for July 19, 2001 (Rusek, Makdisi)
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
