E-963 Classified Object Review

I have examined the PRAD objects to be irradiated during E-963 including the five sight-classified objects, scintillators, beam profile monitors, image plates, a Ford V-8 engine and an Alcatel turbo pump.  The materials to be placed in beam include steel, iron, tungsten, gold, copper, foam, aluminum, graphite, Lucite, Teflon, LSO, YSO, lead and hydrogen gas at 1 bar pressure.  Lead will only be handled by experimenters with current lead-handling training and using proper gloves.   Beryllium and depleted uranium will not be irradiated during E-963.
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
