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The E949 experiment is planning a cosmic ray run starting August 16 for approximately 10 days. There will be no new additions to the detector. The plan is to turn on the tracking chambers high voltage and readout electronics, the scintillation counters, and the full data acquisition system in the counting house. The magnet will not be turned on.

The experiment will start to flow flammable gas in the chambers a day or two before shifts coverage is started. Nitrogen gas is continuously flowing inside the solenoid.

· The experiment and the liaison engineer will go over the experiment safety check-off list  including the Plant Engineering certification of the building fire detection system before flowing flammable gas. 

· The experiment and or the liaison engineer shall alert CAS that flammable gas is introduced into the detector and building 912. Similarly when the test is over.

· The experiment shall assure that nitrogen is flowing before flammable gas is introduced.

· The experiment shall again assure the nitrogen is flowing before the high and low voltages are turned on the chamber.

HP rope will off the rest of the 912 building beyond the E949 fence. HP will then survey the accessible area to determine that levels are low enough to post the area as Controlled access no TLD required. 

With that, the users that have taken facility specific training will read and sign a special insert describing the shutdown status to be prepared by P. Cirnigliaro and added to the Work Plan document. Those who did not take facility specific training will sit through a protracted presentation by J. Maraviglia. GERT training is the required minimum for access to Controlled areas.
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
