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The walk through comprised the various rooms in the support building along with the target room on the beam line. A second walk through will take place upon installation of the dosimetry apparatus on the beam line and the associated electronics. As a follow up of the review of last April, we would like to inspect the shutter operation. 

The following represent the action items:

· Label and barricade or insulate the hot pipes and surfaces of the distiller. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· Anchor or provide better stability for the incubators. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· Place a glow-in-the-dark tape on the dark room door knob. Similarly, on the light switches. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· Provide a warning light indicating the fan is off at the entrance to the dark room. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· Label the emergency showers. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· Provide a cover over the exposed 120 volt AC terminals of the fire wire control panel. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· Post the labs that will be hosed down with a reminder that all electrical equipment is removed and outlet covers closed prior to spraying. (Phillips, April 16, 2003)

· The temperature alarms on the animal rooms should annunciate at the Site Supervisor instead of just alarming locally.
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
