Minutes of the NASA Tandem exposure Walkthrough

A proposal from F. Cucionata (NASA) was received on May 1, 2012 requesting time at the Tandem to irradiate a number of cells with several ion species and beam energies as a pilot effort to explore the viability of such a program. The experiment is planned for one day Wednesday May 23, 2012.  The proposal was subjected to reviews by the ESRC as well as the Medical department and will use procedures and training requirements already established for NSRL for conducting the exposures as well as transporting the cells from the Tandem to the Medical department.
The cells will be positioned on the beam line inside a special interlocked plastic enclosure specially designed for the purpose. In addition an emergency beam stopped will be added per an earlier ESRC review. 
A hood was installed for handling the cells and was certified the day before the walkthrough. In addition an RCT will be stationed at the experiment to measure dose if any. Communication between the experimental hall and Tandem control room will be done via intercom.
