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On Monday March 8, 2004 Chiang, Makdisi, and Rusek inspected of the NSRL facility to assess any changes prior to the upcoming run. A walk through was also carried on Wednesday March 10, 2004. The following represent the findings:

1) A set of patch panels were installed in the beam area and a number of signal (RG 58) and HV (RG 59) cables were pulled to the control room. These will be used to make it easier to service additional experiments.

2) An electronics rack is installed in the beam area and bonded.

3) The plan calls for some equipment will be moved from racks in the control room to two racks in the "physics" room. The two racks are on wheels and will be rolled away from the wall when accessing the back of the racks. Clearing was provided to assure egress in case of emergency.

4) During the last run, the animal anesthesia system tubing popped up and leaked upon pressurization. Hose clamps will be added. Prior to the walk through, M. Vazquez informed us that a test monitoring of the area in the vicinity of the system indicated an acceptable level of gas. 

· As a corrective measure, hoods will be added to the working areas where anesthesia is applied. Test monitoring data will be collected upon completion. (Vazquez March 12, 2004)

5) The incubator rooms contain 4 incubators each. Each incubator is supplied with CO2 from one type-A cylinder. A total of 4 cylinders are used per 6-week run.

· P. Cirnigliaro will revisit the calculations of the amount of CO2 concentration in the room taking into account the available ventilation. (Cirnigliaro March 14, 2004)
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
