The annual review covered:

The new subsystems that were subjected to ESRC reviews included:

1. A new Aerogel cerenkov detector mounted on the West carriage and two new electronics racks. This was reviewed on September 18, 2003.

2. The window washer on the west carriage was replaced with three platforms.

6. The TEC TRD detector will operate the Xenon recovery system. This was reviewed last year along with approval from the Laboratory Cryogenics Safety committee.
· Etkin to review the Xenon Procedure. (Etkin, December 15, 2003)
7. A new LCVS along with a back up were installed and connected to the safety system.

· Add LCVS to the MCR notification list. (Sampson, December 15, 2003)
8. A new AC and dehumidification system is being installed but will was not expected to be operational at the time of the review.  (It was not clear when this will be put into service.
· Assess the capability of mixing the IR atmosphere in comparison with the existing system. (Pearson  and Levesque)
· Tie the AC units to the SMCS and test (Pearson)
9. The MuId detecors will operate with a new gas mixture of 6% Argon, 8% Isobutane, and the balance of C02. As the mixture is non-flammable, no new restrictions apply. 

10. The SMCS system has been updated with the new LCVS and A/C systems. 
· Update the PHENIX bypass procedure. (Pearson  and Giannotti, November 15, 2003)

· Document all changes to the SMCS. (Giannotti, December 30, 2003)
