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P. Giannotti (PHENIX)

P. Giannotti proposed to affect a change to the certified (Blue Sheet) SMCS configuration of the PHENIX detector. This would replace the current breaker in the Gas Mixing House with a Spectra breaker. 

The change puts in the GMH a breaker of similar design and functionality to what is currently servicing the IR systems and provides read backs into the annunciator panel to determine the breaker status. Another bonus is the capability to present to this breaker the “OR” of two lines: one representing (17) inputs from the IR and the other (3) inputs from the GMH. As such, the GMH requests will not affect the experiment in the IR.

The subcommittee agrees that this is a desired change but disagrees with the timing. The following compromise was found acceptable:

1) Allow the installation of the Spectra breaker and its tie-in to the (17) and (3) lines to the SMCS.

2) The installation will take place when the work in the Gas Mixing House is nearly complete. This allows the CAS to re-certify the SMCS and the GMH installations at the same time. No access to the IR is required.

3) The Spectra breaker will not be connected to the annunciator panel at this time as this will require re-programming of that panel and major re-certification including access to the IR.    
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
