Comments for 

Flowerpot Installation Procedure

(PP-2.5.5.4-XX)

1. Add to section 3.0 that only personnel involved with the installation of the Flowerpot will be allowed in the area (can be limited to the experimental hall on the side of the detector being installed).

2. Add to section 4.0 all manlifts that will be required and torque wrench for the M24 screw (note type on section 4.3 screws should be screw).

3. Step 5.2: The lifting beam will be clearly marked to the position that the trolley must be locked in to using the C-clamps.  The turnbuckle should be check that it is positioned on the trolley side of the beam prior to lifting.

4. Step 5.5: Annotate how personnel work at height to attach the turnbuckle to the Central Magnet.  A minimum torque value must be given.

5. Step 5.6: How will it be determine that the beam is level?  If a carpenter’s level is used, then it should be listed in section.

6. Step 5.7: A caution note should be place to indicate the hazard if the are note installed correctly.  Guidance should be given on how tight to make the come-along/sling assembly.  Personnel should be advised not to stand in the potential path in the event that the come-along/sling snaps.

7. Step 5.8: A caution not should be in place to ensure that guide lines on the Flowerpot/trolley are secured prior to removing any locking C-clamps and that unexpected/controlled motion of the trolley may occur.

8. Step 5.9: More detail should be given for fastening the Flowerpot to the Central Magnet (any equipment required should be listed in section 4.0).

9. Step 5.6 (should be 5.10): The trolley should be locked (using C-clamps) into the locking position (step 5.2) prior to removal of the M24 screw.
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
