This is a special review of the PHENIX magnet hydraulics system prior to the planned test of the system with a load on August 21, 1997. The minutes were written by S. Mulhall.

The safety review of the Central Magnet hydraulic system was conducted; all of the recommendations of the committee will be incorporated in the next few days.

The final hydraulic system acceptance test (actually moving the Central Magnet) has been scheduled for Thursday, Aug. 21, starting at 9 A.M. S&EP representatives are welcome to observe.

The following are the safety committee recommendations that are now being incorporated:

· On an "Emergency" or "Fault" condition shutdown, the pump will shut-off automatically. As originally configured, the valves shut but the pump kept operating.

· When operating in the "Incremental" mode, the input dimension will count-down as the piston moves. This will allow the system to complete a programmed move in the event that it is interrupted.

· The proximity switch on the clevis pin will be eliminated. Given the manner in which the system will be operated, this pin is unnecessary. Use of the "Fast Jog" mode will be controlled via a keyboard password and appropriate warnings in the procedures. 
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
