A brief overview by Haggerty described the scope of the review. This includes all electrical systems (AC and DC distribution, electronics racks, cabling, and Level II safety systems) associated with the East Carriage. Closure of the action items listed below will allow PHENIX to turn on these electrical entities including high voltages. It should be noted that a separate ORR is necessary to run the chambers with flammable gas.

The following represent the committee’s findings:

Pre start

· All outstanding ESRC safety action items shall be closed. (Makdisi)

· The EMCalorimeter fans wiring must be equipped with permanent wiring. They should be operational and interlocked. (PHENIX)

· The Level II safety certification “pink sheets” should be done for all racks. (PHENIX) 

· Provide an insulating sheet where the Low Voltage and signal cables wrap around the South side of the East Carriage. (PHENIX)

· Bond using # 10 wire the scaffolding to the East Carriage steel. (PHENIX)

· The 120 volts electrical wiring of the EM Cal water solenoids should be in a separate tray. (PHENIX)

· The EMCal water pipes should be labeled. (PHENIX)

· The associated safety systems for the DC/PC electronics should be tested and certified by Pendzick. (PHENIX, Pendzick)

· The 208 Volt wiring underneath rack ECS 13 should be supported. Similarly check that all other 208 Volt wiring underneath. (PHENIX)

· Test the smoke detection sensitivity in those racks where the sniffers are not positioned at the top. (PHENIX)

Post start

· Fill the gaps in the floor. (PHENIX)
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
