1) The PHENIX Safety system is operational for the affected racks. (Giannotti)

4) A pink-sheeting procedure is carried out for the above. (Giannotti – Haggerty)

5) The PHENIX safety bypass box is restored accordingly and locked. (Pearson)

6) The PHENIX Hall HSSD is bypassed but will alarm locally and at the fire department.

7) A trained shift crew will be present at all times when operational gas is introduced and the electronics are turned on. (Nakagawa)

8) The PHENIX shift crew should be familiar with the PHENIX emergency procedure. (Nakgawa)

9) The C-AD CAS as well as MCR is notified when flammable gases are introduced.

10) The above done. Approval to operate will be secured from D. Lowenstein. (Makdisi)
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
