Recommendation for approval to introduce flammable gas into the PHENIX Detector. 

The PHENIX detector was subjected to an annual ESRC review on April 6, 2001. The PASS flammable gas detectors and IR ventilation fans have been certified by N. Williams, memo issued on April 20, 2001. The required blue sheet was completed and signed of by A. Pendzick on May 1, 2001. A shift schedule is in place. 

With this, approval is requested to introduce flammable gases into the PHENIX detector systems: P-10 in the TECs, argonne/ethane in the DCs and PCs, Isobutane/CO2 in the MuID. 

A waiver is granted regarding the pink sheeting of the EMCalorimeters racks which is not complete at this stage. This is contingent on the EMCal electronics being energized only in the presence of the subsystem’s experts.
