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List of items raised during walkthrough. The items will be complied into a check off list and placed in the MCR.

Power Supply Room:

· Ask that the stored "Power Dist. Box" on the North East Wall be removed from area, or stored in different location.

· There is a front panel connector on the PTT West Power Supply  Enclosure which has a piece of Duct tape over it labled "Bad". Request  that the Power Supply group resolve problem.

· Request that the Water Systems group put the sheet metal cover  back on the heat exchanger in the South West corner of the room.

· Suggest that the Water Systems group get a cabinet in the room to  store misc. parts and materials.

Electrical Equipment Room:

· Move wood easels away from their present location, where they obstruct access to a Power switch.

Water Pump Room:

· Ask the Water Systems group to fix the water leak that drips on the West side of the Magnet Heat Exchanger.

Gas Mixing Room:

· Check on date of last "swipe test" of relevant radioactive source in source safe.

Gas Pad Area:

· Instruct appropriate C-AD personnel to install lighting in the gas pad area.

· One cylinder improperly stored (i.e. has a regulator on it). Remove regulator and place a cap on the cylinder.

Clean Room:

· Red HV cables were connected to a HV supply on one end, and not connected on the other end. Disconnect cables from HV supply when cables are not in use.

South Platform, 1st level:

· Fire extinguisher needs a label

· In the second TOF rack (Rack 1B2) there is a commercial power supply that has AC and DC connections that which have insufficient cover. Some sort of additional cover should be applied to these connections.

· In the TOF electronics rack there are two red (HV?) cables running from a CAEN Power Supply through holes in a sheet metal structure. Some sort of mechanical protection should be applied to these cables to prevent chafing on the metal structure.

FPD Electronics Rack:

· Fix SHV connector on one of the HV cables at the back of the rack.

South Platform, 3rd level:

· Replace the existing sign which indicates "Authorized Personnel Only". Suggestion is to replace it with a sign that indicates what the hazard is. An example might be "No more than three people allowed on Bridge at one time".

North Platform, 3rd level:

· Place buss cover on power bridge.

WAH:

· Gas cylinder incorrectly stored in SE corner. Regulator should be removed, and cap placed on cylinder. Cylinder should be stored out on gas pad if not in use.

· Investigate options for rewiring IFC blower to get away from what appear to be "Temporary Power hookups".

· Connect ground strap to frame that holds IFC blower.

· Label needed for Fire Extinguisher in NW corner.

Utility Area outside of Control Room:

· Ask Al Pendzick to replace plastic that protects Fire panels from water leaks with Herculite.

DAQ Room:

· Remove "Daisy-chained" extension cords from back of Network Rack.

Control Room:

· Construct Glass case, shelf, or some other arrangement for "First RHIC Collisions" Memorial Champagne bottles.

· Unblock and label the Fire Extinguisher on the North wall of room.
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
