Subject:   Suggested new procedures necessary to move STAR Detector.

As we discussed in our meeting on Monday, February 22, we’ve come up with a proposed checklist that will be completed before the STAR detector is moved from building to building (AB and WAH) at the 1006 site. The current version number for this checklist is 1.0, and it is dated February 24, 1999.


Ralph Brown, Bill Edwards, and I have discussed the items on the checklist with an eye towards determining which items in the checklist refer to tasks that, due to either safety or environmental concerns, are appropriate to require procedures that are formally reviewed. The two tasks that we feel are appropriate for signed procedures are:

1.) The removal or replacement of the Power Buss Bridge

2.) The draining and removal of the water connections between the West wall of either building (AB or WAH) and the detector.

Please look over the checklist and let me know ASAP if you concur that these are the only two new procedures that we will need to move the STAR detector.
