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1. For both vertical and horizontal moves confirm that both Pole Tip Support Carriages are detached from the magnet and retracted completely clear of the detector.

2. For both vertical and horizontal moves confirm that the four magnet seismic restraints are fully retracted from the magnet.

3. For horizontal moves confirm that the detector is completely lowered vertically with the magnet roller assemblies on the base rails and the vertical jacks fully retracted. Each vertical jack feedback transducer should be locked in their retracted position.

4. For horizontal moves confirm that aluminum channel guide roller covers are removed from both sides of the East base rail and along with both base rails, swept clean of debris.

5. For horizontal moves confirm that both the north and south platform links to the magnet support carriage are securely connected.

6. For horizontal moves confirm that the north/south platform bridge atop the detector has been removed and the railings replaced.

7. For horizontal moves between WAH and AB confirm, by sweeping the area, that no equipment is extending above the level of the railings on both North and South Platform third levels.

8. For horizontal moves confirm that the South Platform stairs are detached and retracted clear of the South Platform.

9. For horizontal moves confirm that the detector vacuum beam pipe has been disconnected from the machine vacuum pipe.

10. For horizontal moves confirm that the Buss Bridge has been disconnected from between the west wall and the north platform and stored on the north platform.

11. For horizontal moves confirm that the detector ground cable bundle has been disconnected from the magnet main support and pulled clear of the detector.

12. For horizontal moves confirm that the Magnet Water System, Modified Chilled Water System, and TPC Water System, supply and return spool pieces are disconnected and removed from between the west wall and the detector.

13. For horizontal moves confirm that the TPC Gas (P10) System, Insulating Gas (Nitrogen) System, Laser Gas (Nitrogen) System, and Compressed Air, supply and/or return lines are disconnected and removed from between the west wall and the detector.
