This includes the water cooling system, the FTPC and on board electronics, the laser feed, the supply and return gas lines, and the high and low voltage supplies. The following are the action items:

· The monitoring system that interlocks the high and low voltages to temperature and loss of cooling water should be operational (V. Eckardt, Post start, target date Jan 30, 2001)

· Provide an appropriate grounding for the FTPC high voltage at a point to be chosen by the experimenter. ( V. Eckardt, Pre start, November 2000)

· Update the laser procedure to address operational changes. (C. Weilandics, Pre start November 2000)

· Add warning High Voltage and Laser signs at the chamber. (V. Eckardt, Pre Start, November 2000) 

Since the HSSD system is not operational, the chamber is to be operated only when a watch is present.
