Recommendation to test the STAR Magnet and the TPC with p-10.

The HSSD, the last safety system, has been installed and tested in STAR. The high level alarms annunciate in the STAR global interlock system and the related mitigation functions operate properly. Some problems were found in the low level alarms due to a bad socket. Also, coding problems were found in the spot detectors located in the rack rows annunciation as seen at the local STAR fire panel. These problems do not impact the TPC flammable gas detection and should not preclude the start of testing the magnet with the TPC running with p-10 gas. The committee thus recommends approval to start testing. 

The magnet tests will be conducted with a Documented Work Procedure which will be superceded by an OPM. The above mentioned HSSD problems will be fixed early next week and a subsequent check of the safety system will be carried out prior to closure of the STAR IR.
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
