Access to the interior of the Booster fence and the Bldg. 914 Fence
As per OPM 4.46 section 2.4 I have the responsibility to authorize accesses to areas covered by the procedure and provide the necessary controls for safe access by means not covered in the procedure with the concurrence of the RCD Representative.

On or about May 26, 2015 with routine proton transfers from the Booster to the AGS ring the RSC Chair,  an RCT, and a gate watch will enter the booster fence. The gate watch will lock the gate after the three personnel have entered. The gate watch will maintain watch over the gate after he unlocks it and allows the RSC Chair and the RCT to enter the High Radiation Area gate which allows access to the Bldg. 914 roof over the transfer line from the Booster to the AGS. 

The access is granted to measure routine dose rates over the transfer line. This is part of the effort to repost High Radiation Areas that do not have high radiation to Radiation Areas or Controlled Areas. The dose rates of the chipmunks in the area have been examined and dose rates of less than 10 mrem/hr are expected.

Paul Bergh (RCD) has concurred with this process.
