 Electrical equipment creates heat, so they must be vented 

properly; when objects are placed too close or in front of 

electrical panels it creates a fire hazard 

 If you see an electrical panel that is blocked, please unblock it or 

report it to your supervisor or the A&R Division (x5636)
